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ICFRE-RFRI Hosts Trainees From Hollongapar
Gibbon Sanctuary For Educational Field Exposure

A group of 18 trainee participants undergoing a capacity-building programme at the
Hollongapar Gibbon Sanctuary visited ICFRE-Rain Forest Research Institute, Jorhat on 19

The group further explored various research and extension facilities of the Institute,
including the Bamboo Museum, which showcases the diversity, utilization, and cultural
importance of bamboo in the North Eastern Region. Field visit was conducted under the
guidance of Shri Kumud Bora, Senior Technical Officer; Shri Bhuban Kachari, Senior Technical
Officer and Shri N. C. Das, Technical Officer. The visit provided the trainees with a valuable
opportunity to understand the practical aspects of forestry research and conservation. The
participants expressed keen interest in the Institute's activities and appreciated the
informative field exposure.
